Month Background
Black History Month, or 

National African American 
History Month, is an annual 
celebration of achievements by 
Black Americans and a time 
for recognizing the central role 
of African Americans in U.S. 
history. 

The story of Black History 
Month begins in 1915, half a 
century after the Thirteenth 
Amendment abolished slavery 
in the United States. That Sep-
tember, the Harvard-trained 
historian, Carter G. Woodson 
and the prominent minister, 
Jesse E. Moorland, founded 

Post 453 Hosts Black History 
Month Program February 26

an organization dedicated to 
researching and promoting 
achievements by Black Ameri-
cans and other peoples of Afri-
can descent. 

The group sponsored a 
National Negro History Week 
in 1926, choosing the second 
week of February to coincide 
with the birthdays of Abraham 
Lincoln and Frederick Doug-
lass. The event inspired schools 
and communities nationwide 
to organize local celebrations, 
establish history clubs and host 
performances and lectures.

By the late 1960s, thanks in 
part to the Civil Rights Move-
ment and a growing awareness 
of Black identity, Negro His-
tory Week had evolved into 
Black History Month on many 
college campuses. 

President Gerald R. Ford

Presidents' Day is observed 
on Monday, February 20, 2023. 
(The third Monday in Febru-
ary.) 

Originally established in 
1885 in recognition of Presi-
dent George Washington, it is 
still officially called “Washing-
ton’s Birthday” by the federal 
government. 

Traditionally celebrated on 
February 22—Washington’s 
actual day of birth—the holi-
day became popularly known 
as Presidents’ Day after it was 
moved as part of 1971’s Uni-
form Monday Holiday Act.

While several states still 
have individual holidays hon-
oring the birthdays of George 
Washington, Abraham Lincoln 
and other figures, Presidents’ 
Day is now popularly viewed 
as a day to celebrate all U.S. 
presidents past and present.  

The story of Presidents' 
Day date begins in 1800. Fol-
lowing the death of George 
Washington in 1799, his Feb-
ruary 22 birthday became a 
perennial day of remembrance.

At the time, Washington 
was venerated as the most 
important figure in American 
history, and events like the 
1832 centennial of his birth 

About Presidents' Day
and the start of construction of 
the Washington Monument in 
1848 were cause for national 
celebration. 

While Washington’s Birth-
day was an unofficial obser-
vance for most of the 1800s, it 
was not until the late 1870s that 
it became a federal holiday. In 
1879, President Rutherford B. 
Hayes signed it into law. 

The shift from Washing-
ton’s Birthday to Presidents' 
Day began in the late 1960s, 
when Congress proposed a 
measure known as the Uniform 
Monday Holiday Act. This law 
sought to shift the celebration 
of several federal holidays from 
specific dates to a series of pre-
determined Mondays.

The proposed change was 
seen by many as a novel way 
to create more three-day week-
ends for the nation’s workers, 

and it was believed that ensur-
ing holidays always fell on the 
same weekday would reduce 
employee absenteeism. 

While some argued that 
shifting holidays from their 
original dates would cheapen 
their meaning, the bill also had 
widespread support from both 
the private sector and labor 
unions and was seen as a sure-
fire way to bolster retail sales.

The Uniform Monday 
Holiday Act also included 
a provision to combine the 
celebration of Washington’s 
Birthday with that of Abraham 
Lincoln, which fell on February

Groundhog Day 2023
Thursday, February 2

Thousands of years ago, 
when animalism and nature 
worship were prevalent, people 
in Germany believed that the 
badger had the power to make 
weather predictions relating to 
winter and spring according to 
superstition. 

They studied the badger to 
know when to plant their crops. 
By the time the first German 
immigrants settled in Penn-
sylvania, they probably under-
stood that this was not true, but 
the tradition continued.

There were not many bad-
gers in Pennsylvania so the 
groundhog (also known as the 
woodchuck) was substituted.

According to folklore, if 
it is cloudy when a ground-
hog emerges from its burrow 
on this day, then spring will 
come early; if it is sunny, the 
groundhog will supposedly 
see its shadow and retreat back 
into its burrow, and the winter 
weather will continue for six 
more weeks. 

Although some states have 
adopted their own ground-
hogs, the official groundhog is 
Punxsutawney Phil. It is said 
that Punxsutawney Phil (the 

groundhog) was named after 
King Phillip.

Punxsutawney held its first 
Groundhog Day in the United 
States in the 1800s. The first 
official trek to Gobbler's Knob 
near, Punxsutawney, Pennsyl-
vania, was made on February 
2, 1887. 

The town has attracted 
thousands of visitors over the 
years to experience various 
Groundhog Day events and 
activities on February 2.

Modern customs of the 
holiday involve celebrations 
where early morning festivals 
are held to watch the ground-
hog emerging from its burrow.

Movies, advertisements, 
cartoons and other media have 
portrayed the legendary role 
of the groundhog in popular 
culture. 

The term “Groundhog 
Day” is a phrase that is some-
times used to express if the 
same events or actions occur 
repetitively for a period of time.

Groundhog Day, already a 
widely recognized and popular 
tradition, received widespread 
attention as a result of the 1993 
film "Groundhog Day." ###

• Watch your cooking.  
Stay in the kitchen when 

you are frying, grilling, or 
broiling food. If you must 
leave, even for a short time, 
turn off the stove.

• Give space heaters 
space.  

Keep fixed and portable 
space heaters at least three feet 
from anything that can burn. 
Turn off heaters when you leave 

the room or go to sleep.
• Smoke outside. 
Ask smokers to smoke out-

side. Have sturdy, deep ashtrays 
for smokers.

• Keep matches and light-
ers out of reach of children, 
preferably in a cabinet with a 
child lock.

• Inspect electrical cords. 
Replace cords that are 

cracked, damaged, have bro-
ken plugs, or have loose con-
nections.

• Be careful when using 
candles.

Keep candles at least one 
foot from anything that can 
burn. Blow out candles when 
you leave the room or go to 
sleep.

• Have a home fire escape 
plan.

Make a home fire escape 
plan and practice it at least 
twice a year.

• Install smoke alarms.
Install smoke alarms on 

every level of your home, 
inside bedrooms and outside 
sleeping areas. Interconnect 
smoke alarms throughout the 
home. When one sounds, they 
all sound.

• Test smoke alarms
Test smoke alarms at least 

once a month and replace bat-
teries once a year or when the 
alarm “chirps” to tell you the 
battery is low. Replace any 
smoke alarm that is more than 
10 years old.

• Install sprinklers.
If you are building or re-

modeling your home, install 
residential f ire sprinklers. 
Sprinklers can contain and 
may even extinguish a fire in 
less time than it would take the 
fire department to arrive.

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Icy conditions cause falls 
and broken ankles.

With winter conditions se-
rious injuries from ice-related 
falls inevitably occur. Falls on 
icy surfaces are a major cause 
of ankle sprains and fractures, 
and it’s critical to seek prompt 
treatment to prevent further 
damage that can prolong re-
covery. 

The ankle joint is vulner-
able to serious injury and ice 
accelerates the fall and often 
causes more severe trauma 
because the foot can go in any 
direction after slipping.

In cases of less severe frac-
tures and sprains, it’s possible 
to walk and mistakenly believe 
the injury doesn’t require medi-
cal treatment.

Never assume the ability 
to walk means your ankle isn’t 
broken or badly sprained, put-
ting weight on the injured joint 
can worsen the problem and 
lead to chronic instability, joint 
pain and arthritis later in life.

Some people may fracture 
and sprain an ankle at the same 
time, and a bad sprain can mask 
the fracture.

It’s best to have an injured 
ankle evaluated as soon as pos-
sible for proper diagnosis and 
treatment, if you can’t see a 
foot and ankle surgeon or visit 

the emergency room right away, 
follow the RICE technique – 
Rest, Ice, Compression and 
Elevation – until medical care 
is available.

Even though symptoms of 
ankle sprains and fractures are 
similar, fractures are associ-
ated with:

• Pain at the site of the 
fracture that can extend from 
the foot to the knee

• Significant swelling
• Blisters over the fracture 

site
• Bruising soon after the 

injury
• Bone protruding through 

the skin—a compound fracture, 
which requires immediate at-
tention!

Most ankle fractures and 
some sprains are treated by 
immobilizing the joint in a cast 
or splint to foster union and 
healing. 

However, surgery may be 
needed to repair fractures with 
significant malalignment to 
unite bone fragments and re-
align them properly.

If you fall on an icy spot 
and hurt your ankle, the best 
advice is to seek medical atten-
tion immediately. 

This aids in early diagnosis 
and proper treatment of the 
ankle injury, reduces the risk 
of further damage and possibly 
eliminates the need for surgery.

Mouth rinse or mouthwash 
is a product used for oral hy-
giene. 

Antiseptic and anti-plaque 
mouth rinse claims to kill 
the germs that cause plaque, 
gingivitis, and bad breath.  
Anti-cavity mouth rinse uses 
fluoride to protect against tooth 
decay. 

Mouth rinses are generally 
classified either as cosmetic, 
therapeutic, or a combination 
of the two. Cosmetic rinses are 
commercial, over-the-counter 
(OTC) products that help re-
move oral debris before or after 
brushing, temporarily suppress 
bad breath, diminish bacteria 
in the mouth, and refresh the 
mouth with a pleasant taste. 

Therapeutic rinses have 
all of the benefits of cosmetic 
rinses, but also contain an add-
ed active ingredient that helps 
protect against some oral dis-
eases. Therapeutic rinses also 
can be categorized according to 
use: anti-plaque/anti-gingivitis 
rinses or anti-cavity fluoride 
rinses, for example.

 Dentists will prescribe 
special rinses for patients with 
more severe oral problems, 

such as cavities, periodontal 
disease, gum inf lammation, 
and xerostomia (dry mouth). 

Therapeutic rinses also 
are strongly recommended for 
those who can't brush due to 
physical impairments or medi-
cal reasons.

 
Should I use

a mouth rinse?
Whether or not you should 

use a mouth rinse depends upon 
your needs. Many dentists con-
sider the use of fluoride tooth-
paste alone to be more than 
adequate protection against 
cavities. 

Although, anti-cavity rins-
es with f luoride have been 
clinically proven to fight up 
to 50 percent more of the bac-
teria that cause cavities. Most 
rinses are effective at curbing 
bad breath and freshening the 
mouth for up to three hours. 

 
How should I use
a mouth rinse?

Before using mouth rinses, 
dentists suggest that you brush 
and floss your teeth well. Then, 
measure the proper amount of 
rinse as specified on the con-
tainer or as instructed by your 
dentist. 

With your lips closed and 
the teeth kept slightly apart, 
swish the liquid around with as 
much force as possible. Many 
rinses suggest swishing for 30

seconds or more. Finally, thor-
oughly spit the liquid from your 
mouth. Teeth should be as clean 
as possible before applying an 
anti-cavity rinse to reap the full 
preventive benefits. 

Consumers should not 
rinse, eat, or smoke for 30 
minutes after using rinses, as 
these practices will dilute the 
fluoride and rinse it away.

 
Are there any
side effects?

Yes, and they can vary 
depending on the type of 
rinse. Habitual use of antisep-
tic mouthwashes that contain 
high levels of alcohol (18 to 26 
percent) may produce a burn-
ing sensation in the cheeks, 
teeth, and gums. 

Many rinses with more 
concentrated formulas can lead 
to mouth ulcers, sodium reten-
tion, root sensitivity, stains, 
soreness, numbness, changes 
in taste sensation, and painful 
mucosal erosions. 

Most anti-cavity rinses 
contain sodium fluoride, which 
can lead to f luoride toxicity 
if taken excessively or swal-
lowed. 

Because children tend to 
accidentally swallow mouth-
wash, they should only use 
rinses under adult supervision. 

If you experience any ir-
ritating or adverse reactions 
to a mouth rinse, discontinue 
its use immediately and talk to 
your dentist.

As the worldwide pan-
demic continues to wane, travel 
is returning to previous levels. 
However, along the way there 
have been some hiccups. 

During this past summer, 
travel rebounded so quickly 
that the air travel system was 
strained by a shortage of work-
ers in all sectors. 

Pilots are required to stop 
flying at age 65, but there are 
not enough new hires yet quali-
fied to replace them. 

Many members of the in-
dustry’s workforce have retired, 
accepted buyout packages, or 
found work in other industries, 
leaving some airline, Air Traf-
fic Control, and TSA positions 
not fully staffed. 

At some airports, shops 
and food outlets may still be 
closed. Southwest Airlines’ 
holiday troubles were com-
plicated by bad weather, but 
apparently stemmed from out-
dated staffing software.

Notwithstanding these is-
sues, the future does appear 
bright for travel. The United 
States Department of Trans-
portation is enacting rules that 
would hold airlines to higher 
standards than in the past. 

Southwest is committing 
to upgrade its scheduling soft-
ware. As I write this column, 
the new Terminal A at Newark 
Liberty International Airport is 
preparing to open. 

This new facility replaces a 
cramped terminal that has seen 
few upgrades since opening 50 
years ago. 

The Port Authority of New 
York & New Jersey expects 
delays to decrease with the 
introduction of general use 
gates. This capability will al-
low airlines to use virtually any 
available gate. 

Currently, airlines oper-
ating at Terminal A are only 
able to embark and disembark 
passengers from their assigned 
positions.

During the last two years, 
the airlines suspended many 
destinations from Newark. 

Many of these routes are 
returning along with new ones. 
United will add service to Mal-
aga, Spain and Dubai, UAE. 

These new routes bring the 
total number of international 
destinations to over 75 locales 
offered from our local airport. 

Air France returns to New-
ark after a 10-year absence to 
increase the number of carri-
ers to four offering service to 
Paris. Scandinavian Airlines 
will add options from Newark 
to Aalborg, Denmark and Go-
thenburg, Sweden.

New technology is also be-
ing developed or improved to 
speed travelers through airport 
terminals. 

Enrollment in Clear is 
increasing. This subscription 
service uses biometrics to pro-
cess travelers and bypass long 
TSA lines. 

Customs and Border Pro-
tection has installed Global 
Entry kiosks with facial rec-
ognition that clears travelers 
in seconds when retuning to 
the United States. Many other 
countries around the world 
are adding automated scan-
ners allowing visitors to scan 
their own passports and speed 
through immigration without 
human interaction. 

Beginning in 2023, the Eu-
ropean Union’s Schengen Zone 
will introduce European Travel 
Information and Authorization 
System (ETIAS). This new sys-
tem is similar to an electronic 
visa for travel to most nations 
in western Europe. 

It is valid for multiple stays 
of up to 90 days each time for 
a period of up to three years. 
With a cost of just 7 Euros, the 
program is expected to clear 
bottlenecks at hub airports 
throughout Europe for connect-
ing passengers.

As the industry continues 
to rebound, travelers should 
plan early and be prepared 
for the unexpected. Everyone 
should be sure of the require-
ments of their destination to 
minimize problems. 

As always, consider pur-
chasing a travel insurance 
policy with during trip assis-
tance for help with unexpected 
issues.

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With Valentine’s Day ap-
proaching, you would think I’d 
be focusing on issues that en-
twine love and real estate; head 
of over heels with the home 
of your dreams sort of stuff.  
Well, no.  This season I’m play-
ing Grinch-cupid.  Let’s talk 
instead about….REJECTION!

Rejected home purchase 
offers, that is.  Hey, face it, re-
jected offers cause buyers a lot 
of disappointment and heart-
ache! (Believe me, we Realtors 
feel their pain).  

A seller doesn’t have to tear 
the buyer’s proposal to pieces 
for the buyer to feel like their 
hearts have been ripped out.  
But why?  Why do many home 
purchase offers face rejection?  
Here are the top reasons…

• Offer Rejection Reason 
#1: Offer Price Too Low.  This 
is, by far, the main determining 
factor.  Sellers expect a fair 
price for their home. In this 
continuing sellers’ market, 
“fair price” is often pegged at 
or above ‘asking price’.  

Even then it’s a figure that 
aligns with the seller’s personal 
mind-set, where attachment to 
one’s home equates to an emo-
tional notion of its worth.  

If a buyer’s offer is below 
the seller’s conception of a fair 
price, it might be viewed as an 
insult.  And that means that 
you (or some other unsuitable 
suiter) don’t deserve the house.  

In some rare instances, an 
increased earnest money de-
posit might give a seller pause, 
in which case rejection of your 

offer might not be immediate.  
But, in the end, it’s still going 
to boil down to the bottom line.  

Without meeting the sell-
er’s right financial threshold, 
you’re out of luck.  And beg-
ging for a favorable outcome 
won’t work either.  Better, I 
think, to walk away, take up the 
search elsewhere and preserve 
your pride.

• Offer Rejection Reason 
#2: Buyer Does Not Meet 
Seller’s Specific Needs.  It’s 
always recommended when 
making the offer that the Sell-
ing Agent call the Listing 
Agent beforehand to find out 
if the seller has any specific 
requirements or hot buttons to 
be dealt with.  Inside dope, so to 
speak, if any is available.  

If existent, they should be 
written into the offer.  Some 
of these issues may include a 
larger initial deposit, a longer 
closing date or specific financ-
ing terms. 

On your side, as buyer, you 
may also have requests.  Be 
advised though: the seller is not 
likely to want to be bothered 
with any buyer issues, however 
politely presented.  This may 
happen if, according to a home 
inspection, the property needs 
repairs. 

In the ‘old days’, a buyer 
could negotiate with the seller 
about lowering the overall price 
or receiving a credit to take 
care of legitimately necessary

Forget about such talk 
today!  More often than not 
you’re going to have to choose 
to buy “as is”; that is, in order to 
avoid seeing your whole agree-
ment go up in smoke.

• Offer Rejection Reason 
#3: Selling Agent Is Not Up 
To The Job.  In order to find 
out what the seller’s terms are, 
your agent needs to deal – cor-
rectly - with the listing agent.  

If a selling agent annoys 
the listing agent, especially 
during a chaotic, multiple offer 
situation, it can reflect poorly 
on that agent’s buyers.  

Beware of any agent who 
displays sub-standard character 
traits such as failing to grovel in 
order to get the listing agent’s 
attention when submitting an 
offer to purchase.  

Avoid working with any

The average American 
family car lasts between twelve 
and thirteen years. Fire engines 
are rated at a twelve-to-fifteen-
year life span. 

Moonachie Engine 801 is 
serving the Borough of Moon-
achie going into its seventieth 
year. Engine 801 is still in ser-
vice. However, it is no longer 
first due.

In 1953, the Borough of 
Moonachie purchased a hybrid 
pumper with an Ahrens Fox 
chassis and a GMC body, for 

the Borough Fire Department. 
Only fifteen were ever 

manufactured. Now, only two 
are known to exist today. One 
on the West Coast, owned by a 
collector and the other is Moon-
achie 801. Engine 801 was the 
first one off the assembly line. 

The Engine is now used at 
public events as a showpiece 
of the Moonachie Fire De-
partment. It has appeared in 
many parades and fire engine 
musters. 

Eng ine 801 won t wo 

awards in the 2022 Wallington 
Christmas Parade. It was deco-
rated by department members 
with 1,000 lights. Sadly, it has 
taken part in funerals of fire-
fighters. 

It takes an experienced 
firefighter to drive this rig. 801 
has a manual transmission, 
with five forward speeds and 
one reverse. It has to be man-
handled into turns as it has no 
power steering.

The man who is respon-
sible to drive and maintain 801, 
is Moonachie Firefighter Tony 
Cospito. The rig is in good 
hands with Tony. Engine 801 
is a testament to the pride and 
dedication of the members of 
the Moonachie Volunteer Fire 
Department to the citizens of 
the Borough of Moonachie.
